In the southwestern part of the county a coal bed is present near the base of Coffin Buttes. It
is 9 feet thick, contains four thin clay partings, and is mined at several points by stripping. The
Corral mines are located in see. 32, T. 132 N., R. 90 W.. one on the north side and one on the south
side of the section. Many farmers living to the south drive to these mines a distance of 12 to 15
miles. The same bed is mined in three places in sec. 35, T. 132 N., R. 90 W.
