Wilder (1902) indicates that the Kenmare Hard Coal mine, located at T160N, 

R88W, Section 32, had been operating for one year in 1902. This mine 

apparently employed from 15 to 25 persons in summer and from 30 to 50 

persons in winter. The output of the mine in its first winter was 250 

tons. No listings were noted for a mine with name in SEBRs; it is not 

known if the mine name changed between 1902 and 1908, or if the mine ceased 

to be operated during that time (see Notes, below).

Notes: 

It is possible that “Kenmare Hard Coal” was the name originally given to 
the Kenmare Brick & Coal Co. mine; however, no definite information was 
noted. Therefore, the Kenmare Hard Coal mine has been presented as a 

separate mine, and the beginning and ending dates of operation of the 
mine are not known. 

The Kenmare Brick & Coal Co., O'Neil, and Hoffman coal mines also are 

located at this Planning Unit and AML location.
